8.1 Schedule of Races: Two races are scheduled. The first Warning Sigrilhbe made at 1100. The second race will start as
soon as possible after the first race.

8.2 Check-in Before Start: All boats must check-in with the race committeengshannel 72 before the first warning signal
of the day.

9.1 Classes and Class Flags: Classes will be in accordance with MBSA classtsplA start will be given to any class with at
least five competitors. The “J” flag will desigeahe J105 class, and the “H” flag will designate Multi-Hull class, which
will start last. All classes shall display the egriate class flag from their backstays. Depegdin the number of entries,
some classes may be combined for a joint starsgek will be scored independently for MBSA scaring

10.1 Racing Area: The Racing Area will be in the vicinity of Galeedge Nun Buoy RN “6” unless the race committee boat
“TRIDENT” displays code flag “L” and proceeds eldwave. Racers are reminded to observe the RESTRIGNREAS
around Bakers Island as listed in the MBSA GSIchfa shall not traverse the area bounded by abineecting the following
buoys in the sequence listed: Bell G"9” (PowersiBpBalem Channel Cans: 7, 5 & 3, Nuns 2 & 4 safitBaker’s Island,

Can 5 (Popes Head), Bell G"9” (Powers Rock). Ysadhritering this area must leave between the sambdwundary buoys
that they pass while entering, unless a listed risaskrounding mark.

18.1 Time Limit: The time limit for each race shall be 2 Y2 hourssueed from the start of each class. Race Coneritie
VHF 72 may extend time limit.

Second and third place trophies wilbbearded for
each starting fleet with six and ten or more starteespectively.
